Reading Tasks Homework – Class 3
Summer Term One – Six tasks to be completed by or before Monday 30th May.
[bookmark: _GoBack]If they are not all done by that, you will be expected to finish them at break and lunch times. 
It doesn’t matter when you do them, as long as they are all done by this date.
Reading tasks to complete in any order:
1. Fiction/Non-fiction. Write a book review. What did you enjoy? Who was your favourite character and why? Would you recommend this book to a friend? Remember to give lots of reasons! 
2. Non-fiction. Write your own fact file about a non – fiction book you have read. This must be 1 page at least with interesting facts, information and pictures.
3. Fiction. Find 5 ‘Wow’ words in a book that you are reading. Find the meaning of each of those words and write them down. Then, up-level each word (find a better one). Use the new up-levelled words to write a new sentence. 

The next three tasks, will be task of your own choice. You can do any task you wish as long it is related to a book you are reading or have read. Suggestions might be:
Word searches, creating a new character, writing an alternative ending, anything you think would be a good task – the choice is yours.
